&quot;Burkina&quot; comes from Moor&#233; and means &quot;upright&quot;,showing how the people are

proud of their integrity,while &quot;Faso&quot; comes from the Dioula language (as written in N'Ko: ??????

faso) and means &quot;fatherland&quot; (literally,&quot;father's house&quot;).

 

How is Burkina Faso governed?

The country is governed as a semi-presidential republic,with executive,legislative and judicial powers. It is a

member of the United Nations,La Francophonie and the Organisation of Islamic Cooperation. On 18 January

2024,Burkina Faso announced its exit from ECOWAS and the African Union.
